Happy New Year to You All!

We are starting a brand new year and can hopefully look forward to some good fishing trips. Put
your thinking caps on because at our January meeting we will try to work out our Fishing Calendar
for 2007. All ideas are welcome. We try to arrange to have some local outings and some trips away.

“One Fly Event” - Sunday 14™ January

Our first outing of the year is always our One Fly, in which members’ fish with one pattern, one
size and one colour fly for the whole day. You are allowed to replace a lost or damaged fly with an
identical one. Usually members’ fish early in the morning and come back for a late afternoon
session which is always followed by a barbeque and a few beverages. We hold this at Lakewoods
which is located at the junction of Guineas Creek Road and 19™ Avenue, Elanora. It is always a fun
outing and there are always some fish caught. The lake holds Bream, Flathead, Trevally, Giant
Herring, Tarpon and some big things that just take off with your flyline!

Rediscovering the past

When fishing lakes and impoundments from the shore, because of the lack of strong run or tide fish
will prowl about seeking their food rather than depending upon the current to bring it to them.
Consequently we tend to stand in the one place for long periods of time re-presenting our fly.

I have found this pretty tough on the legs, standing on one leg then the other and not moving about,

so looking into the past I thought a shooting stick might help and found one in the UK on eBay. It
cost A$15 and A$26 for postage and I used it for the first time on one of my nearby lakes this week.




Used in conjunction with a Tuff Tub as a stripping bucket, I found it quite effective in getting the
weight off my legs periodically and will use it in places like the various lakes around the Gold
Coast, Uncle Billy’s and that Barra Brothel although with the reported size of the fish up there I
may have to fit my shooting stick with a Gimbal and harness!!!.

The Tuff Tub is a fairly robust, flexible tub with handles available from Bunning’s for around $7 to
$10. They are heavy enough to not move in the wind and so much more user friendly than one of
those bloody stripping baskets tied to your waist. If you were wading it could be attached to your
leg with a Velcro strap through the handle.

Some time back the club bought a small pump up boat for Jon Foy to place his target rings when he
was conducting the casting days at Pizzey Park. Upon moving to Victoria, Jon left the boat with me
and [ have to get it out of my garage (not open for discussion), Margaret said.

The boat is similar to a life raft measuring 2m x1m internally with 2x 1.5m oars. It can take a small
motor or sail with a capacity rating of 2 people (up to 204kg total). It would be perfect for fishing
small enclosed waters. Jon told me that it has a slow leak but is easily repaired.

The club paid $50 for it but no reasonable offer would be refused. If your bid is high enough we
will throw in some swimming lessons.

Place your bids here at the end of January I have to take it to the tip.
